As we discussed at the last Booster Meeting, we have a couple 
opportunities to raise some big money for our Program.  Both these 
events are Color Guard Shows we will be hosting.  Although you may 
not have a student in Color Guard, all our fundraisers go to benefit 
our entire Organization!  I am looking for individuals to volunteer to 
"chair" the positions listed below.   
 
The first event will take place on Saturday, February 4th.  Currently 
we have 25 Color Guards signed up for this event.  We will have a 
meeting on Monday, January 30th at 6:30PM in the band room to 
answer any last minute questions and do a short "walk through" of the 
event.  I need volunteers to chair the following positions. 
 
TICKETS - This person will oversee the ticket sales.  For this particular 
event we DO NOT get the proceeds from ticket sales.  Instead we get a 
donation from WGASC which is the Organization hosting this 
event.  This person will also be in charge of a raffle WGASC will be 
holding for their Scholarship Program.   
 
HOSPITALITY - We will have a room for the Unit Staff Members to rest in 
between performances.  Many Staff members have multiple groups at 
any given event.  It is a nice touch to have a room for them to relax and 
get a snack and a drink while they wait for their next performance.  We 
are not looking for full meals to be prepared.  Having an assortment of 
drinks and small snacks like muffins, crackers, etc is always greatly 
appreciated by Staff Members! 
 
JUDGE HOSPITALITY - We will have a separate room for the judges and 
event staff.  We are expected to provide snacks and drinks in this room 
as well as the judges meals.  In the past we have given 
them menus for local restaurants and have their meals ready at their 
assigned break times.  This particular show is on the short side.  We 
will probably only be expected to provide them judges with one meal 
(dinner). 
 
BUS PARKING - The senior lot will be reserved for bus parking.  Your job 
will be to get the buses parked in a way that is efficient and safe for the 
students going to and from the bus. 
 
On Saturday, April 7th we will be hosting a HUGE event with 65 
schools participating!  If you can volunteer to chair one of the above 
jobs, it is ideal if you can also volunteer to chair the same position on 
April 7th.  We can use February 4th as a "dress rehearsal" to prepare 
for the huge event on April 7th.  We will be spending a few minutes at 
our next few Booster Meetings discussing this event. 
 

TROPHIES - We supply the trophies at this event.  I need a Parent 
Volunteer to work with me to create, order, and pick up the 
trophies.  Most shows do plaques for places 1-3 in each division and 
hand out certificates to the remainder of the units.  I was also thinking it 
may be a nice touch to see if we can get some gift certificates from 
Dance Apparel type companies to award places 1-3 as well? 
 
TICKETS - We will receive ALL ticket money for this event!  This has 
the potential to be a huge money maker for us!  In order to cover the 
cost of trophies and judging costs we will need to 
sell approximately 500 tickets.  This should not be a problem due to the 
fact that WGASC will divide our one day show into 3 separate shows 
with 3 separate award ceremonies.  I need a volunteer to be in charge 
of selling tickets and distributing wrist bands to the paying customers.  I 
will have student helpers to monitor the doors but would prefer adults 
working the ticket counter and handling the money. 
 
DONATIONS - This position would be in charge of writing a generic letter 
to some local businesses asking for food, supply, or money donations 
for this event.  The more we get donated the more money we will 
make!  I was thinking is a company donates over $100 of supplies, 
food, or money we can advertise their company (they supply the 
banner) at the show.  This is also a very important job! 
 
UNIT STAFF HOSPITALITY - Same as above.  The only exception is that 
there would be many more people to host! 
 
JUDGE HOSPITALITY - Same as above.  Exception - we would probably 
be required to have coffee and a small breakfast snack in the 
morning.  In addition, we would need to feed the judges 
and WGASC Staff lunch and dinner! 
 
BUS PARKING - This may take some planning.  The bus parking will 
once again be in the senior lot.  We may need to plan on a backup plan 
if this lot fills up.  As I said before, WGASC divides the show into 3 
separate shows.  This means that we will not be expected to park 65 
buses at once.  Many groups will depart after their award 
ceremony concludes. 
 
PROGRAM - I was thinking of a 2 sided printout on nice quality 
paper.  One side would include a line up with the back side including a 
place to write the scores and placings. 
 
Please respond ASAP if you are willing to chair one of these 
positions.  Like I said, if we do this right we will have the potential to 
raise a huge amount of money for this Program!  Thank you in advance 
for your dedication to this Program!
